OPEN LISTING AGREEMENT

The following agreement represents an open agency listing between APARTMENT FINDERS  and 
________________________________________________ hereinafter referred to as the principal.

1)  PRINCIPAL AGREES TO EMPLOY APARTMENT FINDERS   to procure prospects for the 
purpose of leasing available units at the property listed below.  APARTMENT FINDERS  agrees to 
make every reasonable effort to provide prospective residents that meet the qualifications and 
specifications set forth by the principal.  Principal shall make every reasonable effort to lease to the 
prospective resident referred by APARTMENT FINDERS .  

2)  As COMPENSATION for procuring a new resident, APARTMENT FINDERS  is paid 50% of one 
month!s rent before pro-rations, move-in specials or discounts on any six month or longer lease.  Month 
to Month, Corporate or short term lease compensation is 10% of one months rental rate up to a 
maximum of 5 months (rent X 10% X 5 months = 50% of one month!s rent)

3)  REFUND POLICY if resident vacates before five full months, APARTMENT FINDERS  will refund 
or credit a pro-rata portion of the fee paid at a rate of 10% of the gross rent per month not to exceed five 
months.
  
4)  The TERM of this AGREEMENT shall be for one year from the date signed, unless   terminated by 
either party with a thirty day written notice .  If not terminated by a written notice, a "month to 
month" listing agreement shall be created.  If principal sells or otherwise transfers the management of the 
property, principal agrees to give written notice of this agreement to new owner/management company 
prior to the transfer and to give thirty days written notice of this transfer to APARTMENT FINDERS .
